Direct Action Indicators by Crimmal Elements at
Special Events

The goal of this report is to inform Law Enforcement in Minnesota of the types of illegal
direct actions that have been used by criminal elements in the past. The photos
included below are from past events and are by no means meant to indicate any future
direct actions by any known or unknown domestic extremist groups. At the time this
product was produced, the Minnesota Joint Analysis Center had not been provided
with any known threat of criminal direct action which could impact the state of
Minnesota.

Introduction:

In the past and at various locations throughout the United States domestic extremist
groups have been known to undertake illegal activities or direct actions in an attempt
to effect societal change via the enforcement of their agendas. Some examples
include environmental extremists or violent anarchists. Often times these direct
actions included illegal activities such damage to property, disorderly types of
conduct, disruption of traffic, assaults of civilians and law enforcement officers,
arson and other violent actions. This information is simply to inform law
enforcement in Minnesota of past examples of illegal dlrect actions that have
occurred in other parts of the nation.

Activities Review:
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This brief trend analysis is focused on historical examples of items utilized to facilitate
direct actions. These items are key to the logistical support of domestic extremist

- groups and their planned direct actions. Any interdiction of this logistical support
system would likely limit a domestic extremist groups ability to successfully complete
direct actions. Stockpiling or possession may be indicators of a planned or possibly
imminent direct action.

All of the below examples of past tactics that have been utilized by domestic
extremists were derived entirely from open sources on the internet. Based on the
availability of such information on the world wide web, it would seem logical that
members of domestic extremist groups will have a thorough knowledge or
understanding of employing such direct actions.



Logistical Items Sought by Domestic Extremist Groups

Personal ltems

Bicycles- older, low value and possibly large numbers in storage at

Bottled Water- in spray or squirt bottles possibly to treat chemical
exposure

Food- likely to be as organic as pbssible

Bandannas- Hide identity & chemical munitions defense

Computers and computer equipment

Blockades, Lockdowns and Hasty Barriers
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PVC Piping

Concrete- quick set/dry
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Rebar or other metal object to re-enforce concrete

Old and/or easily disabled vehicles

Poles- metal, wooden of PVC piping

Bricks and mortar
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
